Pre Plans are conducted on various commercial and industrial properties 
throughout the Willmar community.  In 2005, the Captains and Lieutenants 
were assigned 2 properties on which they researched and prepared a 
presentation.  The purpose of this is to inform and prepare the fire department 
members of the layout and other safety issues of each building. Key points 
that are often highlighted include: entrances and exits, fire alarm panel, any 
hazardous or combustible storage, mechanical and boiler rooms, and 
locations of post indicator valves and fire hydrants.

The officers were also assigned a group of firefighters who assisted in 
collecting this information.  

This presentation was then presented to the rest of the officers during the 
monthly Officer Meeting and again to the entire department during the 
Business Meetings.

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2005 False Alarms

Approximately one-third of our calls end up as false alarms, which is 
good news.  The Willmar Fire Department allows 5 false alarms at
each address per year (July 1 through June 30).  Each additional
false alarm costs the venue $250.

Many false alarms are caused by faulty alarm panels and/or sprinkler 
systems.  Often times, construction workers may cause an alarm to 
activate due to sawdust or smoke emission.  There are, however, 
alarms caused maliciously.  These are often taken care of by the Fire 
Chief with assistance from the Willmar Police Department.   

The year 2005 brought 115 false alarms, with 16 being billed and 15 
suspected of being malicious alarms.
